The key note given to us was to include
references to the stories and artists the
drinks were inspired by. Where possible, the
image was chosen to encourage guests to
find (or ask for) the connection.

Bespoke menu covers had been
made prior to our work, so the
insert had to match.



The design studio that created the logo and
identity for Tonic Bar included an engraving
effect through a recurring brand element.
Inspired by this stylistic choice, we carried it
through to the art design.




This engraving effect led us to use digital filters
and photoshop composition to create panels
referencing the stories of our cocktail concepts.

Displayed adjacent to the two drinks they are
inspired by, we hoped guests would seek out the
details while awaiting their drink and enjoy making
the connections.

In line with the overarching concept, we created
three panels inspired by the past, present, and
future of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

Overlooking the serene waters of Hakata Bay in Fukuoka, Bay Bar is an elegant space to drink,
dine, and enjoy live music. With an interior inspired by the intricate detailing of the ships that
sailed the bay, the cocktail menu naturally followed suit, telling the stories of ingredients that
once travelled the seas between Japan, China, and South Korea to become local favourites.
